It has been some years since St Peter’s had any such overseas
links, but in June the PCC voted unanimously to adopt the Bukeera
family in Uganda as our mission partners, with a view to supporting
them for years to come (chiefly in prayer to begin with, but with the
potential to support them financially in the future). We will have an
enormous amount to learn from them and I couldn’t be more excited
about developing this two-way cross-cultural relationship.

Their first visit to Brackley will be on Sunday 18t August, so
be sure to make the 10am service if you want to meet them in person:
Bosco, Heidi, Ezekiel (8), Eleazar (6), Talitha (4), Zebulun (2). Bosco will
be preaching for us and we’'ll have a chance to hear what life and
ministry are like for them back home.

Kate and I first met Heidi, originally from Cornwall, back in 2012
when we were in Uganda for 4 months and Heidi and Bosco were
running an orphanage for street children in Kampala. Bosco subsequent-
ly received extensive training in theology and church planting and he is

I have been repeatedly challenged by their tenacity and desire to
share Christ’s love and I've no doubt you will find their experiences just
as fascinating and inspiring as I have.

This summer, the whole Bukeera family (pronounced ‘Boo-carer”)
has been based in the UK with Heidi's mother in Penzance, giving the
children a rare chance to enjoy the sea!

They will be returning to Uganda shortly after their trip to
Brackley, so we hope to be able to encourage them and send them on
their way with new friendships formed and a deep commitment to
uphold them in prayer.

So do come along on Sunday 18t to hear more, stay behind after
the service for Q®&A if can, and be reminded of the wonderful privilege
of being part of the worldwide family of believers:

Our
world runs at a pace and we often have to be disciplined to stop and
rest as God encourages us to. The bible scholar, Walter Brueggemann
has written about Sabbath rest and says this:

Summer is often a time when we are able to pause and to rest and I
hope that you will be able to do just that, and as you do I pray that you
will draw close to God and sense more of his transforming presence in
your life.
